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A national expert on colleges and higher education, Rob is a publisher, 
editor, author, lecturer, media contributor, and former college admissions 
administrator. His career in education spans 33 years.   
 
As Editor-in-Chief at The Princeton Review®, he oversees its line of 150+

distributed by Penguin Random House. Rob also directs The Princeton 
Review's annual surveys of students, parents, and school administrators. 
 

It is his interactions with students, parents, educators, and counselors, however, that Rob cites 
as his most inspiring professional experiences. Over the years, he has visited more than 1,200 
high schools and more than 1,000 colleges and graduate schools. He gives more than 100 talks 
a year to audiences of students, parents and counselor/advisors and he has delivered 
commencement addresses at three universities.
